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Balanced Gingival Levels – the gingival contour of lateral incisors should lie more coronal than central incisors and canines
Buccal corridor – the dark space visible during smile formation between the corners of the mouth and the buccal surfaces of the maxillary teeth – influenced by the width of the smile and the maxillary arch, the tone of the facial muscles, the positioning of the labial surfaces of the upper premolars, the prominence of the canines, and any discrepancy between the value of the premolars and the six anterior teeth

Emergence Profile – mimics the silhouette of the natural definition – will help avoid swelling and inflammation of soft tissue and prevent the appearance of unsightly dark spaces in the cervical embrasure 

Gingival Contour - refers to a more 3 dimensional description of gingival topography (not to be confused with gingival shape)

Gingival Health – gingival is healthy when the sulcus is shallow, biological width is respected, and will appear as pale pink with stippling textured 

Gingival Height – the position or level of the centrals – should be symmetrical and match the canines

Gingival Shape – should exhibit a symmetrical scalloped, half-oval or half-circular shape on the mandibular incisors and the maxillary laterals except the maxillary centrals and canine s varied with the zenith at slightly distal to the axis of the teeth
Gingival Zenith – the most apical point of the gingival tissue is located distal to the longitudinal axis of the maxillary centrals and canines – the gingival zenith of the maxillary lateral and mandibular axis should coincide with their longitudinal axis
Golden Proportion – suggest that there is an ideal, mathematical ratio (1.6: 1: 0.6) between the (the apparent rather than the actual) widths of the centrals, laterals and canines when they are viewed simultaneously from the front. This is used as a guide rather than a rigid, mathematical formula
Incisal Display – At rest and relaxed lip position – should be 2-4 mm of teeth showing

Incisal Edge Position – related to the pitch of the anterior teeth, labial contours, lip support, anterior guidance, lingual contours and tooth display – determined by the incisal display, phonetics, and the incisal and occlusal plane

Lip Line – the position of the inferior border of the upper lip during smile formations and thereby determine the display of tooth or gingival
Lower Lip Line – the coincidence of the maxillary incisal edges with the lower lip line is essential for a pleasing smile, centrals and canines are touching slightly, laterals are shy of 0.5 to 1 mm from the lower lip line during moderate smiling
Midline – refers to the vertical contact interface between two upper controls – should be parallel to the long axis of the face and be perpendicular to the incisal plane

Proper Cervical Embrasures – blunted papilla is the common cause of exposure in the cervical embrasure area – often corrected by the lingual extension during preparation of the cervical, interproximal area

Reverse Smile Line – (inverse smile line) – occurs when the centrals appear shorten than the canines along the incisal plane, prone to the accelerated aging
Smile Line – the imaginary line along the incisal edges of the maxillary anterior teeth which should mimic the curvature of the superior border of the lower lip when smiling – suggests that the centrals should appear slightly longer or at the very least not any shorter than the canines along the incisal plane – useful in cases of lip asymmetry or extreme lip curvature during smile formation

Smile Symmetry – Symmetrical length and width is most crucial for centrals – evaluated in the smile line, soft tissue, tooth length, width, shape and position, also the relatively symmetric lines between the inter-pupillary line ,commissural line(defined by the corners of the mouth) and the occlusal plane

Teeth Dimensions – ideally there is a mathematical ratio (1.6:1:0.6) between the widths of the central, laterals and canines when they are viewed from the front – centrals must be the dominant teeth in a smile and must display pleasing proportions with an ideal width to length ratio (4:5 or 75% -80%)
Tooth Axis – the vertical alignment of maxillary teeth, visible in the smile line, to the central vertical midline – from the central to the canine, there should be a natural, progressive increase on the mesial inclination of each subsequent anterior tooth
Tooth Characterization – implies the phenomenon of reflection/transmission of light as well as intense coloration and specific effects of form - these determine the age and character of the tooth
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
